Dear Board Members, 

 

 

We appreciate the opportunity to present an updated and modified version of the permit and inspection fee schedule. 

Implementing this new fee schedule will provide significant benefits to our department and the community by ensuring that 

our services are adequately funded and that we can continue to maintain a high standard of safety and efficiency. 

 

 

The table structures outlined in the following pages detail the fee schedule per application. These tables are designed to 

provide clarity and transparency for all permit applicants and responsible persons.  

 

 

Additionally, we have prepared a separate document that outlines our current fee schedules with proposed changes and 

provides a comparison with sample fire departments in the area. This document illustrates the necessity of updating our fees 

to align with industry standards and to support our department's ongoing operations. 

 

 

We propose a phased implementation of the new fee schedule. Upon approval, the revised fees will become effective 

immediately for any incoming permit applications. For existing projects, the current fee schedule will apply. We will notify 

current business occupants within the jurisdiction of the changes at the earliest opportunity. This notification will provide 

the responsible parties with the necessary information and make them aware that the department intends to implement the 

changes applicable to them beginning January 1, 2026. We recommend this be done by mail delivery to each business 

currently in operation.  

 

 

Thank you for your consideration, 

 

 

Mifflin Township Division of Fire Prevention Bureau 
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Fire Alarm and Suppression Permit Fees –Table A  

If a fire alarm system or automatic fire suppression system is to be installed, altered, modified, repaired, or replaced, 

plans shall be submitted to the fire code official which will then be reviewed. Once approved, a permit and invoice will 

be issued accordingly. Plan review fees apply at $75.00 per hour, with a minimum charge of one hour. The fire code 

official will bill for each hour spent reviewing drawings and drafting written commentary. 

 

For new installations, the fees are charged at a flat rate based on the total square footage of the protected area. If a building 

is equipped with multiple systems, the fire code official has the discretion to either charge a single fee for the entire 

protected area or assess separate fees for each individual system.  

 

For alterations, modifications, repairs, or replacements to existing systems, a flat rate based on the total square footage 

of the protected area.

Inspection and acceptance testing fees for building systems and fire protection features are one-time charges assessed per 

calendar day. If a system is scheduled for inspection or acceptance testing, a fee will be assessed to the responsible party. 

If a system or test fails and is remedied within the same calendar day, no additional fee will be charged. If the fire code 

official needs to return on a different day, an additional fee will be assessed for each return visit. 

 

Plan review fees are $75.00 per hour, with a minimum charge of one hour. The fire code official will bill for each hour 

spent reviewing drawings and drafting comments, and will identify the necessary acceptance testing during this process.
